 For Monthly Training Plan on a full day 8 AM ï3PM   

We need some members to come early and help set up, and others to come later and stay to help 
clean up.    
 

Please ñthrow before you goò  throw before you run your dog, and if you run multiple dogs, throw 
multiple times.    Rotate throwers every 3 dogs  
 

Bring Lunch, snacks, drinks, chair, water for the dogs, training stuff, and of course the dogs.  At all 
locations, please shut gates if you found them shut.  See you there ! 

 Directions to Meeting Locations  
Richard Davis Ranch in Bushnell is located off US 301 between highway 48 on the north and highway 50 on the south.  
Go about 2 İ miles  south of Bushnell on 301.  Look for a little sign for CR 654 on the west side of 301.  Turn on this 
road  and go until you see the sign for the Davis property (it is pretty much at the end of CR 654 just before the road 
curves to the left).  We will have CFHRC signs on 301 and at the entrance to the Davis Ranch. 

  

Mr Thorntonôs 5047 CR 575 Bushnell FL 33513  I-75 to exit #314 which is SR 48.  Go west on SR48 about 7.5 miles.  
Turn south (left) onto CR 575.  The Woodshed Pub is on the corner.  Go 2.6 miles, there will be a ranch with a dark 
brown 3 rail wood fence, go just past this ranch and Mr Thorntons is the next one on the left.  There is a cattle guard at 
the entrance so no gate to open or close.  There is a Stewardship Forest sign on the fence.  He also often has flags of 
his favorite sports teams in season at the gate.   
 

Wayne Geyôs Golden Oaks Ranch is on the west side of CR 455 about one mile northwest of Montverde  and  two miles  
south of  Ferndale.  The gate is located  at Katieôs Landing Road (a dirt road).  We will have a sign at the entrance. 
 

Betsy Reineyôs Place in Bostwick, Fl is 10 miles north of Palatka on highway 17.  In Bostwick (very small-town) there is a 
Shell Station and  a Stuckyôs Pawn Shop.  That is Palmetto Bluff Road.  Take that road east (the only way it goes) for 
about 2 miles.  Betsyôs place is on the left.  The address is 280 Palmetto Bluff, which is on the mail box.  Sign on the 
road is Happy tails Road.  Push button on the gate.  Gate will close  automatically. 
 
The Reserve at Tiger Bay/Volusia County Gun and Hunt Club/Omega Ranch  
From I-4 take exit 118 SR 44 and go east towards New Smyrna Beach 5 miles, you will see a cell tower just past the 
ranch entrance.  The North side has a sign that says Volusia County Gun and Hunt Club.  Omega Ranch is on the south 
side and has a large acreage for sale sign out front.

The order of business was changed so that a vote on the Lifetime Membership for Wayne Gey 
could be completed before he had to leave.   
 
The written recommendation was read by Todd Tharp.  
I would like to recommend Wayne Gey for Lifetime Membership.  Wayne has rendered notable 
and outstanding service to the club for years- providing and maintaining his personal property 
for hunt tests, seminars and training days, storing the club trailers on his property and birds in 
his freezer. Wayne has served multiple positions in the club including President.  He continues 
his support even when tests are not held on his property. At the November HT, he was one of 
the first to arrive each morning and one of the last to leave after the tests were done.  We can 
never thank him enough for his constant support of the club.

A motion was made to accept the minutes as published by Steve Zugg  
Second by Mary Smith  The motion was adopted unanimously.    



 Report of committees 
Hunt Test ï Unfortunately the November Hunt Test lost money.  We had reduced the entry 
fees hoping that would draw more people to enter in this difficult economy and also to en-
courage people to enter in multiple stakes such as the Quad upland.   Unfortunately that did 
not work and we had low entry income.   The club was able to cancel a finished flight, re-
duce our upland bird order, and sell $1,000 in live ducks to a handler, and Jim Bryan 
cooked both the judges dinner and tailgate meat to reduce expenses.   Overall the Novem-
ber HT lost $950    
 
Spring HT ï February 5-6, 2011 at new property in Volusia County.  The premium is availa-
ble on the web site and at the meeting.  A map of the location was passed around.   Volun-
teers are needed in all areas for the HT.   Sign up sheets were passed around.   There are 
some bunk houses on property that some judges and volunteers can stay at.  Contact Todd 
Tharp if you want to stay on property.   
 
Seminar -  ñDesigning Retriever Training Set-Upsò Seminar is scheduled March 5-6, 2011 
at Wayne Geyôs Golden Oaks Ranch in Montverde, FL.   This is a very unique seminar as it 
trains PEOPLE (handlers, judges, trainers)  How to set up marks and blinds to train and 
test our dogs.     
 
It does not matter what training program you use to train your dog ï wether it is pure posi-
tive with a clicker and treats ï to someone who may use e collars and corrections.   And it 
does not matter what level of training you are at,  from brand new to the sport to highly ex-
perienced.  Everyone needs to know and understand that factors and elements that influ-
ence a dog on marks and blinds.   For the price of one hunt test weekend ï you can im-
prove your training dramatically.    
 
The seminar is limited to 20 people as everyone will participate in setting up training sce-
narios.   Premium is available on the CFHRC web site under events http://www.cfhrc.net/

Training Days- Since the spring the club has tried a new training day format, training from 8 
AM until finished, and then having a meeting if one is necessary.   This seems to be work-
ing very well.   We used to have problems that most people left after meetings leaving few 
people to throw and help clean up.   The information that used to be discussed in meetings 
is now published in the monthly newsletter in detail.   If any members would like to have a 
meeting please let Secretary Alison Schultz know and it will get scheduled.   We would like 
to continue training until everyone is finished, then picking up all of the equipment before 
meeting.     
 
One member did comment as a reminder -  occasionally we are fortunate enough to have 
someone work a winger station for half or all day if they are not running a dog.  PLEASE ï 
make sure the gallery helps with taking birds out to the station to re bird.   If you see some-
one walking in with an empty bucket ï please walk out and help them.
