CFHRC PERPETUAL TRAINING SCHEDULE AND TRAVEL DIRECTIONS 

Here is the Training and meeting schedule for 2011.   

 Directions to Meeting Locations  
Richard Davis Ranch in Bushnell is located off US 301 between highway 48 on the north and highway 50 on the south.  
Go about 2 İ miles  south of Bushnell on 301.  Look for a little sign for CR 654 on the west side of 301.  Turn on this 
road  and go until you see the sign for the Davis property (it is pretty much at the end of CR 654 just before the road 
curves to the left).  We will have CFHRC signs on 301 and at the entrance to the Davis Ranch. 

  

Mr Thorntonôs 5047 CR 575 Bushnell FL 33513  I-75 to exit #314 which is SR 48.  Go west on SR48 about 7.5 miles.  
Turn south (left) onto CR 575.  The Woodshed Pub is on the corner.  Go 2.6 miles, there will be a ranch with a dark 
brown 3 rail wood fence, go just past this ranch and Mr Thorntons is the next one on the left.  There is a cattle guard at 
the entrance so no gate to open or close.  There is a Stewardship Forest sign on the fence.  He also often has flags of 
his favorite sports teams in season at the gate.   
 

Wayne Geyôs Golden Oaks Ranch is on the west side of CR 455 about one mile northwest of Montverde  and  two miles  
south of  Ferndale.  The gate is located  at Katieôs Landing Road (a dirt road).  We will have a sign at the entrance. 
 

Betsy Reineyôs Place in Bostwick, Fl is 10 miles north of Palatka on highway 17.  In Bostwick (very small-town) there is a 
Shell Station and  a Stuckyôs Pawn Shop.  That is Palmetto Bluff Road.  Take that road east (the only way it goes) for 
about 2 miles.  Betsyôs place is on the left.  The address is 280 Palmetto Bluff, which is on the mail box.  Sign on the 
road is Happy tails Road.  Push button on the gate.  Gate will close  automatically. 
 
The Reserve at Tiger Bay/Volusia County Gun and Hunt Club/Omega Ranch  
From I-4 take exit 118 SR 44 and go east towards New Smyrna Beach 5 miles, you will see a cell tower just past the 
ranch entrance.  The North side has a sign that says Volusia County Gun and Hunt Club.  Omega Ranch is on the south 
side and has a large acreage for sale sign out front.

Litter Announcements!!! 
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Holding blind drill  for November 12, 2011  Training Day  

at Wayne Geyôs Golden Oaks Ranch  
 
Dogs quickly learn that after the holding blind comes FUN!!   And its blocking their view of all the gunners, 
birds, dogs, excitement.    So it only takes a test or two until they are trying to go over, under, or through a 
holding blind to get to the excitement.    
 
Dogs who get over excited in the holding blind often have trouble settling at the line, they often are ignor-
ing their handlers, and get themselves so over excited they canôt think or really see the marks.    
 
So how do we fix this?   In training ALWAYS use a holding blind.   You can make a cheap one to use at 
home.  (see the July 2011 Newsletter for some holding blind training info) By practicing at home or in 
small training groups the excitement is less and you will be more successful.   Then at club training days, 
take advantage of the higher level of excitement to teach your dog that you still expect them to stay under 
control.    
 
We will set up the holding blind drill (3 holding blinds in a row)  at our next training day Nov 12th thank you 
to Terry Cuyler and Elizabeth Mound who will be helping anyone who needs advice at the holding blind 
drill area.   
 
Suggestions ï  
you dog should not advance to the next holding blind until they can sit calmly.   Dog may need to be taken 
back to your truck and start over multiple times until they can do it calmly.    
 
Practice having your dog sit with his back to the holding blind.  That way your dog is busy looking at YOU 
instead of trying to get over, around or through the holding blind.   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

If you use a steady mat or board you can use this in the holding blind.     
 
You can use treats in the holding blind for young puppies.    
 
Reward your dog with a fun bumper if they are calm.
